SPIRITUAL  PRACTICES:  This  module  will  focus  on

assisting the participants  in developing and maintaining a

spiritual practice to sustain and support them. We will focus

on daily review, meditation, prayer and commitment.

 

PROCESS:  This  module  will  focus  on both learning  and

practicing with each other the Meditation in Three Voices

and  the  Emotional  Reaction  processes.  These  are  the

backbone  processes  that  will  not  only  build  your  ego

container but will also be useful in the group context.

 

TEACHING:  This module will focus on how and what to

teach.  How does one go from reading a lecture to creating

a mechanism to  communicate important content  in a way

that  is  alive,  informative  and  enriching?  Through

observation,  instruction,  role-playing  and  practice  you will

develop your own “style” of  teaching. “Guest” teachers will

also offer insight into their teaching process.

 

COUNSELING: This module will focus on the development

of fundamental counseling skills. Drawing heavily on the work

of  Carl Rodgers  you will  learn and practice  unconditional

positive regard, empathetic understanding, authenticity and

reflective listening as well as styles of inquiry, “what kind of

questions to ask when” and when to “hold the silence”.

 

GROUP  WORK:  How  does  one  “hold  a  group?”  Create  safety?  Maintain  the  interests  of  the

participants? Hold  the position of  leadership? We will  learn stages  of  group development,  how to

maintain the flow of energy in the group and strategies for working with problematic group members.

 

KEY  PATHWORK  CONCEPTS:  There  are  basic

pathwork concepts that form the foundation of  what

we usually do and also form the basis of the questions

that many “newbies” ask. It is important that you are

not only familiar with these concepts but that they “live

in you” in a substantial and grounded way. Some of

these  concepts  are:  images,  child  consciousness,

defenses, emotional reactions, ego development, role

of  the ego, personality types, forcing current,  higher

self, lower self, mask, and spheres of consciousness

(100-100, 50-50, 100 ). We will spend time deepening

your  awareness  and  understanding  of  these  key

Pathwork concepts.
